The applications should present good practices in accordance with the categories of this call. The practice should have been implemented or being in process with justified outputs exclusively in the following academic years: 2020/21, 2021/22, 2022/23, 2023/24, fall term of 2024/25.
The applications are only valid with the signed      nomination form by the institutional superior (e.g. head of department/institution, [vice-]dean, [vice-]rector, etc. of the applicant[s]).
